A sample of polyurethane spray coating designated XS100 "Foodsafe", for 
walls and other surfaces in food preparation or storage rooms was supplied 
for testing to confirm its suitability for potential occasional contact with food. 
To confirm suitability for food contact, the coating has been tested to the 
requirements of the Plastics Directive 2002/72/EC, Plastic materials and articles 
in contact with food. Test conditions employed were 24 hours at 40oC with 
aqueous and fatty food simulants. 
 
Results obtained, reported in Rapra CTR Number 45981 have demonstrated 
that levels of overall migration are within the migration limit for plastics of 10 
mg/dm2. Also, under the test conditions employed, levels of specific migration 
of any aromatic amines are also within regulatory limits.
